NAPLAN

Parent Individual Student Reports

In July, the school received our NAPLAN reporting package, including Individual Student Reports for each student who
participated in NAPLAN in 2024. These individual reports have now been posted and families should receive these in
the coming days.

To assist parents and carers in understanding the NAPLAN reporting, an information brochure for parents and carers
can now be downloaded from the VCAA website. The information brochure for parents and carers is also available here
in other languages. At the end of this Newsletter is information about how to interpret the Individual Student Reports
in Hindi and Punjabi.

At Bacchus Marsh Grammar, we recognise the context of NAPLAN: That it is one measure, at one moment in time, and
therefore may not fully represent our students’ achievement. Nonetheless, as the Centre for Independent Studies
asserts, NAPLAN “is a crucial national assessment” that provides the benefit of transparent achievement data, where
schools and parents can see how children are progressing against an objective national benchmark. Teachers will now
begin analysing our NAPLAN data, to identify future opportunities for improvement and support student learning.

Bacchus Marsh Grammar Achievement

Once again, our students in Year 3, 5, 7 and 9 have performed to an exceptional standard, across all four of the assessed
areas — reading, writing, language conventions (spelling, grammar and punctuation), and numeracy.

Notably, over 85% of students have achieved a Strong or Exceeding result in all year levels in the domains of Reading,
Writing and Numeracy. In some areas, such as Year 3 Writing, Years 5 and 7 Reading, and Year 9 Numeracy, well over
90% of students have achieved this high result.

At Bacchus Marsh Grammar we strive to maintain the strong academic achievement of our students and it is wonderful
to see this reflected in our NAPLAN data: Mean scores have either maintained or increased across all assessed areas, in
all year levels.

We are incredibly proud of the strong academic achievement of our students. Ensuring all students achieve their
academic potential is a vital part of our mission of providing an education for life.

State and National NAPLAN data will be available later in the year, and we look forward to further celebrating the
achievement of our students relative to their peers across Victoria and Australia-wide.

Junior School Music Report
Prep Music

In our Prep Music classes, students have been learning about dynamics. They have been learning to identify and
distinguish between loud and soft sounds by exploring a variety of music and sounds found in their daily environment.
Students have also been developing an understanding of the terminology ‘forte’ and ‘piano’ and have started applying
this to their rhythm activities and singing practice. Students continue to sing a variety of songs such as ‘Apples and
Bananas’ and explore pitch and rhythm through singing, movement, and percussion instruments.



Year 1 Music

In Year 1 Music, our students are embarking on an exciting journey to explore the world of rhythm. They are learning to
recognise and practice clapping different note values, including crotchets, quavers, and semiquavers. They even had the
opportunity to use percussion instruments to practise playing various rhythms. This hands-on approach helps young
learners build a strong foundation in rhythm and prepares them for more advanced musical concepts in the future.

Year 2 Music

In Term 3, students are building on their knowledge and understanding of notes, rests and rhythm reading along with
developing further performance skill on the violin. They are learning about time signatures and are composing rhythms
in 4/4 time. Students are working on refining their performance etiquette, posture and stage protocol whilst learning
new pieces.

Year 3 Music

In Year 3 music this term, students are diving into an exciting array of musical activities. Each week, they are mastering
rhythm reading to enhance their musical timing, exploring diverse musical cultures to broaden their understanding, and
perfecting their singing skills. These activities not only build musical abilities but also teach important performance
etiquette, helping students become confident and respectful performers.

Year 4 Music

In Year 4 music, students are delving into a rich exploration of various music genres. As they practise performance
etiquette through singing, they learn the importance of listening to others, and presenting their best effort in a group
setting. Alongside these performance skills, they continue to advance their music theory knowledge, working on rhythm
and mastering the ability to read music in both treble and bass clef. This multifaceted approach helps them build a well-
rounded musical foundation and fosters a deeper appreciation for the art of music.

Prep to Year 2 Choir

In the Prep to Year 2 Choir, we have many eager and enthusiastic students attending rehearsals each week to prepare
for future performance opportunities. They have been further developing their musical skills by practising a variety of
warm-up exercises and working on the song ‘Do-Re-Mi’ from The Sound of Music. It has been wonderful to see students’
growth each week as they gain more confidence in their vocal abilities and develop their fundamental musical skills.

Year 3 and 4 Choir

The Year 3 and 4 Choir is bursting with enthusiasm as they dive into their latest repertoire. The young singers are joyfully
rehearsing classics like "The Bare Necessities" and "Whistle While You Work," bringing their own special sparkle to these
beloved tunes. The children’s eagerness to perform and their joyful approach to learning these classic tunes make each
rehearsal a fun and lively event.

Junior Percussion Ensemble

Junior Percussion Ensemble has been drumming up a storm in their lunchtime rehearsals! We have been exploring
Samba rhythms and unison accents to create dynamic and varied drumming pieces. New note groupings such as triplets
and semiquavers have been studied and have added to the group's rhythmic vocabulary. The enthusiasm shown by each
student has created a positive and open learning environment where all students are encouraged to participate and
have fun.
